
























































Sound difpos’d between two others, makes two Thirds at
once, and of Confequence d double Harmony, See FirTH.

Hence it is, that in Z7i0’s, particularly, this Concord is
prefere’d to that which divides the O&ave into a Fifth and 4
Fourth : In regard that, if tlicte be a Concord on one Side,
there is a2 Difcord on the other ; whereas here the Harmony
1s compleat on both Sides. e

Of the three Sounds which corfipsfe the harmonical 77744,
the gravelt is call’d the Fundamental, or Bafi ;5 the acurelt,
7. e, that which makes the Fifth, and whith terminates the
Concord upwards, is call’d the excluded or bigheft Sound ;
and that which divides the Fifth {o agreeably into two Thirds,
is call’d the harwmonical Mean. ‘

The Divifion of the Fifth into two Thirds, fndy be pet-
form’d two Ways, wiz. 1°. Haimonically, when the greater
Third is loweft, and the lefs a-top 5 in which Cale the
Triad is perfet and natural. ;

2°. Arithmetically, when the lefs Third is loweft; and
the greater a top 5 in which Cafe the Z7i44 is imperfect and
flat.  Both are good ; but the latter not to be often us'd.

TRIBE, Trisvus, in Antiquity, a certain Quantity o
Number of People ;5 when a Divifion is made ot a Nation
into Quarters or Diftrilts. _

The City of Arbens was divided into ten Fribes.-— The
Fewifp Nation into twelve Tjiles, the Defcendants of the
twelve Sons of Facob, viz. the Tribes of Fudab, of Renben,
Gad, Afper, Dan, Naphthali, Epbraim, Manaffah, Siineon,
Levi, Iffackay, Zabulon, and Benjamin. :

Thefe, in effe@, make thirteen Tiiles, from twelve Pa-
triarchs ; by Reafon the Pofterity of Fofeph was divided
into_two Z7ibes, that of ManafJub, and that of Epbrainz.

There were ten of thefe T77bes that revolted and follow’d
Feroboam.

The Rowzan People was at firlt only divided into three
Tribes 3 and fromi this Number zhree, 1765, it was that the
Word Z7ibe, Tribus, took its Rife: - This Divifion was ac-
commodated by Romu/lus; to the {everal Nations he had
united : The firft confified of the Al/bans, the fecond of
the Sabins, and the third of 2 Mixture of Fugitives, who
came to feek an Afylum at Roe.

Servins Tullus fearing this Parcition myight occafion Sedi:
tions, divided the Inhabitants of Rese by Cantons; not by
Nations ; accordingly, he diftributed the City into four
Quarters or Z7ibes ; and by Reafon a great Number of Ci-
tizens had retir’d into the Country about, of thofe he com-

os’d 26 other Zribes 5 {fo that trom his Time the Rowman
eople confifted of 30 Tribes.

In after-times, the MNumber of Zribes was encreas’d to
34 5 but they then ceas’d to bé rang'd according to the
Quarters of the City. --- The Difiribution depenided on the
Cenfors, who form’d their Liit at Difcretion, frequently
confounding the Country Z7ibes with thofe of the Ciry.

A Man was never abfolutely a Roman Citizen; unlefs he
had the Fus Tribus, i. e. till he were intitled to the Honours
of the Magiftrdture, as alfo to a Right of voting in A{femblies
of the People : And this was what they call’d Fus Quizi-
i,

Hence, the Inhabitants of the municipal Cit'es, were
enly imperfeft Citizens; as being of no Zribe. Sce Cirr-
ZEN.

The Freedmen were oblig’'d to purchafe this Righr of
Tribe, which did not otherwife belong to themr, tho’ they
were Citizens of Rome, See LiperTuSs: I

I The Trituna? in a Court of Juftice,is properly the Seat ot
Bench whereon the Judge and his Affociates are placed.

The Word is Zarin, and takes its Origin from' a Seat
rais'd from the Ground, wheréin the Z7ilbune of the Rowzan
People was plac’d to adminifter JuRtice. Sce TRiswz,

Lribunal, Tripuna; ot Tribine, among the Ancients, wat
alfo a Place from whenée the P_eopie were. harangued.

Among the Romans, it was an Eminence near the Tem-
ple,_ in the Place call'd P Rofiris; where the People were
hardngued in L7ibes, = _ =

The French Afchiteé}_s likewife ufe the \Word Trilume for
a Gallery or Eminence in a Church, of other Place, wherein
the Mufic is plac’d ter a Symphony or Conéert.

: TRIBUNE, Trisunts Milituiz or inf!e’:z:’ii; an Qficer
in the Roman Army. Ste Tripunis,

Trisune, Trizunus Plebis, in Antiquity, a Powan
Magiitrate; chofen out of the Populace, to protet thens
againfl the Oppreffion of the Great, and to defend the Li-
berty of the People dgainfl the Actempts of the Senate and
Confuls.

'The Trilunes of the People wete firft efablifh’d in the
Yedr of Roiwse 259. The firft Defign of the Creation, was
to fhelter them from the Cruelties of Ufurers, and to en-
gage them to quit the Ayeurine Mdunt; whither they had re.
ur’d in Difpleafure. St

Their Number, at firft, wds but two; but the next Yedr,
under the Confulate of 4. Poffbumus Aruncius, dnd Caffius
Vifcellinus, there were three more ddded ; and this Number
of five wds aftetwards increas’d by I. Zicbouius to wen:

Toe Appellation Tiibune was given them; by reafon
they were at firft chofen out of the Ziilunes of the Army.

The Tribunes vrere; as it were; the Ledders and Guardi-
ans of the People. --- They call’d Affemblies of the People
when they pleas’d ; and in thofe Afflemblies frequently an-
null’d the Decrees of the Senate; Nothing could be con-
cluded without their Confent, which they expre{s’d by fub-
feribing the Letter 7 at the Bottom of the Decree. 'They
had it in their Power to prevent the Execution of dny De-
cree, without giving any Reafon for if, and merely by fub-
feribing Pero, : L

They forhetimes call'd the Confuls and DiQator fo atcount
for their Conduét, before the People.

- Augufies himielf was Tribune for 37 Yearss Tiberius al-
fum’d the fame Quality 5 as likewife did his Succefor,; figs
nifying the Year of their Z7ibunate on their Medals and
Coins : But their Defign, herein, was only to pofle(s them-
felves of all the Authority, that there might be no‘body
to oppofe them. Sce TristNicIARN,

TRIBUNICIAN, 2 Term among Antiquaries and Me-
dallifts. - The Tribunician Power, was the Digiity, Office,
ot Authority of a L7ibune of the Pedple. See Taintne,

This Power was affum’d by the Emperors, and makes one
of :he chief Titles they bear on their Medals: The Qua-
lity was firil introdu¢’d by Augufiis, to kéep the Sovereigy
Authority over the other Magiitrates, without éither taking
that of Diétator or King. Indeed it was offer'd to Fulius
Cefar; but he defpis’d it Augufius is the e who usd ir,
and_his Succeffors follow’d his Exampte. -« They reckon
the Years of their Empir¢ on their Medals by thofe of their
Tribunician Piwer. ‘

This Powér was fometimeés given them for 4 ¢ertain Num-
ber of Years; and {fometimes for ever. Sometimes the Fm-
perors would communicate the Péwer to fuch as they afo-
ciated, or as they intended to fucceed them : And Ziberins
held it fifteen Years with 4uguffas. But this Pradice only
obtain’d till the Time of Pulerian and Gallian, Afcer them
we only find 'T' R P. IL in Clandins ; TR, P.V: in Aurelian s
and T R, P. in Probus. 2

This, however, is to be underffood of Medals 5 for in In-
fcriptions we find it aftér thac Time, .

Cardinal Noris and F. Pagi have difputed about this 7ri-
bunician ‘Power, wherein it confifted.--- The firft maintains,
thar it did not at_all differ from thar of thé ordinary Tri-
bures, which confifted in thrée Things, 1°, In a Right of
oppofing all the A&s and Refolutions of the other Magi-
ftrates, 29 In that it render’d their Perfon facred and invio-
lable. 3° In a Right of making Edicts and Laws, :

F.Pagi affestsy that it made an Addition to thé Power of
the Tribunes ; that the Privilsge it had of miking Edils,
was more @mple than that of tlre ordinary Tribunes 5 be-
fides, that it carfy’d with it 2 Power of convening the Senate
zt Pleafure, 25 ot A

M. Spanbeims is of F, Pagi’s Opiniom: He Lelieves that
the Tribumicianr Power had mush the Advantage of the
ribinate, 1°. In that it was peculiar to the Pafricians, and
did not reduce the Perfon who held it to the Degree of 2
Plebeian. 2° In' that it was not coffin'd to' the City of
Rome alone, tke the other, bur extended throughout the
Empire ; as well as the Proconfular Power, which was ufiall y
annex’d to it, 39, That the Dignity of the Tribunes was'
inferior to that of the Pretors ; whereas the Toibunician
Porder of the Ceefars; conférr’d, according to Tuéitns, a So-
vereign Authority over all Magiftrates, and render’d fisch as
it was communicated to, equal to the Empérors, and even
their Collegues in' the Empire : Befides the Power 6f op-
pofing. the Entesprizes of ‘all the other M:agiﬂm:cs ; and
