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Shelterbelts protect fields from wind erosion, commonly called ‘“sand
storms”. The shelterbelt program is being carried on in seven of
‘Wisconsin's sandy counties. In 1939 there was added an additional 500
miles of three-row shelterbelts bringing the total to 2,009 miles,
